“We are excited
about the all-star line up of directors, producers, cast, and crew and are thankful to our New
Mexico Film Partner, Netflix for bringing this exciting production to Santa Fe, which will feature
some of our most picturesque landscapes, and will put hundreds of New Mexicans in the motion
picture industry back to work and generate revenue for hundreds of local businesses that the
industry is dependent upon.”

“We are immensely proud to have a Black-led production of this magnitude, on the ground in
New Mexico,” Dodson said. “The Harder They Fall is a production with a predominately Black
cast and lead production team, which signals a move to embrace the call for diversity in
America — something we value highly in New Mexico.

“This production is kicking-off a very busy year ahead as we resume production, and is setting
the tone for more inclusive storytelling, flmmaking, and content creation,” she added.

All film and television productions in New Mexico are required to adhere to the state’s operative
emergency public health order, associated public health restrictions and COVID-Safe Practices.
Those restrictions include but are not limited to the adherence to indoor occupancy maximums,
the maintenance of a six-foot distance between individuals, wearing masks at all times, daily
disinfection, symptom screenings, and more.
